Efforts are now underway by UN officials 
and sympathetic governments to restore UNRWA’s role in “New Gaza,” a move Israeli and U.S. experts warn 
would put Hamas right back in charge.

➜ Israel warned Washington not to fund with reconstruction until Hamas complies with complete disarmament.
